Teachers have been preparing the students for these assessments for 
the past few weeks and review materials have been given.   
 

To unify the Assessment Schedule, some of the special classes will be 
rescheduled to a different day and time.  Students in Grades 6 & 8 will 
have PE on Wednesday and students in Grade 5 will have PE on 
Thursday.  Students in Grades 5, 6 & 8 should be sure to wear the PE 
uniform according to the Assessment schedule. 
 

Students are expected to come to school each day on time and pre-
pared to take the assessment.  If a student is absent from school during 
the Mid-Year Assessment week, a doctor’s note will be required and a 
make-up assessment will be given. 
 

Students in Grades 1 to 4 DO NOT take Mid-Year Assessments.
